When he reached it, he found nothing but 
leaves, because it was not the season for figs. 14 Then he said to the 
tree, “May no one ever eat fruit from you again.” And his disciples 
heard him say it.

the benches of those selling doves, 16 and would not allow anyone 
to carry merchandise through the temple courts.
