Seven Steps To Broaden Your Path To Prayer 
 

1. Understand The ‘Definition Of Faith’ Through Prayer. 
 
Hebrews 11 
1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not 
seen. 
2 For by it the elders obtained a good testimony. 
3 By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, 
so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are visible. 
 
2.  Understand The Reward In Prayer. 
 
Hebrews Ch. 11 
6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God 
must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently 
seek Him. 
 

3.  Understand That We May Be BOLD IN Prayer. 
 
Hebrews Ch. 4 
14 Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has passed through the 
heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.  
15 For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our weak-
nesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin.  
16 Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain 
mercy and find grace to help in time of need. 
 
4.  Understand That Unity SupportsOur Position In Prayer.

 Peter Chapter 3 

8 Finally, all of you be of one mind, having compassion for one another; 
love as brothers, be tenderhearted, be courteous; 9 not returning evil for evil 
or reviling for reviling, but on the contrary blessing, knowing that you were 
called to this, that you may inherit a blessing.  
 
5.  Understand The Value Of Humility And Reverence In Prayer. 
 
Matthew Ch. 6. 
5 “And when you pray, you shall not be like the hypocrites. For they love to 
pray standing in the synagogues and on the corners of the streets, that they 
may be seen by men. Assuredly, I say to you, they have their reward.  
6 But you, when you pray, go into your room, and when you have shut your 
door, pray to your Father who is in the secret place; and your Father who 
sees in secret will reward you openly.  

7 And when you pray, do not use vain repetitions as the heathen do. For 
they think that they will be heard for their many words. 
 
6.  Understand The ‘Complete’  Prayer.       
 
Matthew Ch. 6    
8 “Therefore do not be like them. For your Father knows the things you 
have need of before you ask Him. 
 9 In this manner, therefore, pray: 
Our Father which art in heaven, 
Hallowed be Your Name.
